The Childrenôs Advocacy Project (CAP) is the stateôs only compre-

hensive childrenôs advocacy center and is located in the City of Cas-

per, Natrona County.  Unique to CAPôs program is itôs multi-

disciplinary approach.  The Childrenôs Advocacy Project, a replication 

of the National Childrenôs Alliance program model, is a team of com-

mitted agencies and individual professionals who work together to 

provide coordinated forensic and comprehensive services for alleged 

victims of child maltreatment and children who witness violence.  

Through replicating nationally accepted standard practices, CAP 

strives to minimize trauma to children, break the cycle of abuse, 

collaborate with other agencies to foster effective and efficient com-

munity response to child maltreatment, and eliminate child re-

victimization.   

Since itôs inception in 2002, The Childrenôs Advocacy Project has 

provided services to more than 800 children and their non-offending 

family members and guardians.  CAP is centrally located in Casper, 

within close proximity of collaborating agencies and provides a child-

friendly atmosphere.    

In accord with nationally recognized practices, the specialty-trained 

team of CAP professionals, including members from the Department 

of Family Services, law enforcement officials, the District Attorneyôs 

Office and mental health professionals are brought together every 

time a child is interviewed.  This multi-disciplinary team approach has 

proven to be more successful than the one-agency investigation 

approach that is utilized in other areas of the state.
